Catalog Description: Fundamentals of Drawing is a basic course in the practice and principles of drawing. Emphasis is on working from observation with a wide variety of media and genres explored. 

In General:

This course involves drawing with a variety of media while working from direct observation.  Assignments have requirements for the purposes of getting students engaged with certain technical, formal, and conceptual issues.  Doing so will aid in engagement with other mediums and techniques. These requirements are demanding but leave room for students to engage with individual motives. 
Learning Outcomes: 

· Will consider composition in drawings
· Will demonstrate linear perspective in 1 and 2 point drawings
· Will apply empirical perspective in drawings
· Will interpret observed values addressing both light and local color in drawings
· Will delineate volume in drawings
· Will describe drawings using Formal Analysis and drawing/art terminology during critiques
Teaching Methods and Assignments for Achieving Learning Outcomes: The teaching methods and assignments for achieving learning outcomes are lectures, demonstrations, visual presentations, individual/group critiques, and drawing. 

Evaluation Methods and Guidelines for Assignments: Guidelines for assignments will be presented in class. 

Assignments and final grades evaluation methods: 
A Excellent—indicates achievement of distinction and excellence in several if not all of the following aspects: 1) completeness and accuracy of knowledge; 2) intelligent use of knowledge; 3) independence of work; 4) originality.

B Good—indicates general achievement superior to the acceptable standard defined as C. It involves excellence in some aspects of the work, as indicated in the definition of A.

C Average—indicates the acceptable standard for graduation from UNCG. It involves such quality and quantity of work as may fairly be expected of a student of normal ability who gives to the course a reasonable amount of time, effort, and attention. Such acceptable standards should include the following factors: 1) familiarity with the content of the course; 2) familiarity with the methods of study of the course; 3) full participation in the work of the class; 4) ability to speak about the subject in intelligible English. 

D Lowest Passing Grade—indicates work that falls below the acceptable standards defined as C but which is of sufficient quality and quantity to be counted in the hours of graduation if balanced by superior work in other courses. 

F Failure—indicates failure that may not be made up except by repeating the course. 

Assignments and final grade depend on how well the student has displayed in their work the principles of drawing covered in class.  It is very important for students to be willing to accept criticism and try suggestions.  Other factors for determining a final grade include the student’s ability to talk insightfully about their work and others. Attendance (see attendance policy) is a factor for final grades.
