COURSE OBJECTIVES AND STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

I will use the figure as a vehicle to teach space, form, and composition in drawing, and will teach the specifics of painting the figure and the portrait.  Figural/anatomic structure will be a component of this course.

TEACHING METHODS FOR ACHIEVING LEARNING OUTCOMES

Most of the instruction is “hands-on.”  Like all other studio art professors, I will provide constant, one-on-one conferences or “critiques” in relation to the actual experience of painting the live model.  I will critiques outside assignments that hone the students’ life drawing skills.  Additionally, students will participate in these critiques and sharpen their speaking and visual analytical skills.  Lectures, primarily demonstrations of concepts, will complement course instruction.  Examples of drawings by past and contemporary masters will supplement course activity and set the standard for excellence.

Attendance

I do not excuse absences but do give an allotment of absences without any grade penalty.  Students cannot ‘make up’ an absence.  Students who are absent beyond their allotment may withdraw from the class.  If absent excessively after the drop period, a student may seek a medical/psychological/psychiatric withdrawal.  The student is responsible for obtaining the proof, forms, etc. for a medical withdrawal.  A student should keep attending class until her/his medical withdrawal has been approved.

Tardiness
I consider tardiness as serious as poor attendance.  Being late to class 6 times is the same as being absent 6 times.  If a student has been tardy 6 times before the end of the semester, I will follow the same procedures as would for a student who has failed the course due to poor attendance: (see attendance above).

I will try to inform students if they are in danger of failing the course due to tardiness, but ultimately it is the student’s responsibility to keep track of her/his absences and to abide by the class polices set forth in this syllabus.

--5 Tardies = two letter grade reduction from final grade

--6 Tardies = “F” for the final grade
Homework 
There will be homework assignments.  “Missed” homework means homework that is not turned in on the date it is due.  I do not accept homework past the due date.  If you are absent on the a day that homework is due, then you not only will be marked absent but the homework will be marked “missed.”  I recommend that you have a classmate turn in a homework assignment if you know you will be absent from class.
--1 missed homework = no reduction in final grade

--2 missed homework assignments = one letter grade reduction from final grade

--3 missed homework assignments = two letter grade reduction from final grade

FINAL REVIEW
I do not give final exams.  Instead I give a final review, in which I meet with each student individually for a one-on-one conference.  The student brings a portfolio of his/her artwork made during the semester, consisting of classroom assignments and homework, and I discuss with the student his/her progress and determine a final grade from the portfolio.

I will try to inform students if they are in danger of failing the course due to being absent or tardy or being late/missing homework.  But, ultimately it is the student’s responsibility not mine to keep track of her/his absences, etc. and to abide by the class polices set forth in this syllabus.
SUPPLIES
On the one hand, students should already have supplies from their Painting I course.  On the other hand, students often have supplies that work AGAINST efficient and effective painting technique.  Student grade paints are AWFUL and should be avoided; get paint that reads on the label “Artist” or “Professional” grade: “Gamblin” brand artist’s grade paints are what I use, and they are reasonably priced online.  BRUSHES are an issue: if you don’t have bristle, stiff-haired brushes, get them—no sable or soft-haired brushes allowed!  PALETTE KNIFE should made of Metal, not plastic, and should have a bend in the neck so that the mixing paddle of the knife and neck are not on the same plane.  PALETTES should be made of glass backed with ¼” masonite or plywood, with a piece of neutral gray or white paper sandwiched in between the board and glass.  PALETTES must be 18” x 24”—smaller is not acceptable, nor is plastic or tear-away palettes; Binswanger glass on 410 Spring Garden St, phone: 336-564-6242 is an excellent source for glass, and any hardware store should have ¼” plywood.
