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The music history portion of the Graduate Diagnostic Exam covers the Western art music
tradition from antiquity through the present time as well as vernacular and ethnic tradition
in the United States. In preparation for the exam, it would be helpful for you to review

a standard music history text that includes a listening anthology: Grout /Burkholder,

Stolba, or Bonds are suggested. Pay particular attention to the commentary about the music.
